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Working Group on Training Coordination 

Report – November 2005

The following report is a summary of the activities carried out on behalf of the APLMF since the APLMF Forum held in San Diego in October 2004. 8 training courses have been conducted during this period and a further 4 courses will be delivered before April 2006.  In addition 2 surveys have been conducted. This is an amazing contribution to the harmonisation of metrology within the region. The APLMF secretariat, the trainers and the economies who made this possible need to be congratulated.  What follows is a brief outline of each course delivered. The relevant working group will provide further detail in their reports.
1. The Training Course on Traceability of Non-Contacting Clinical Body Thermometers was held from 26 to 27 October at the Duxton Hotel, Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam. It was jointly presented by APLMF and the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, Japan (MEXT), and supported by the Directorate for Standards and Quality.  17 trainees attended from 9 economies. The trainers were: Mr. Akamatsu, Ms. Fukuzaki and Mr. Oonishi (JPN*).
2. The Train-the-Trainer Course on the Verification of Non‑Automatic Weighing Instruments was held from 8 to 12 November 2004 at the Quingzhilv Hotel, Shanghai.  It was jointly presented by APEC and APLMF, and supported by the Department of Metrology, General Administration of Quality Supervision, Inspection and Quarantine (AQSIQ), Peoples Republic of China, the National Measurement Institute, Japan (NIMJ) and the National Measurement Institute, Australia (NMIA). 26 trainees attended the course from 15 economies.  The trainers were: Mr. A. Caster and Mrs M. Haire (AUS); Ms. C. Changquing (CHN) and Mr. T. Ito (JPN).
3. The Training Course on the Calibration of Rice Moisture Meters was held from 11 to 29 November, 2004 in Chiang Mai, Thailand.  It was jointly presented by APLMF and the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, Japan (MEXT), and supported by the Central Bureau of Weights and Measures within the Department of Internal Trade Thailand.  23 trainees attended. The trainers were: Mr. Akamatsu, Dr. Tanaka, Mr. Watanabe and Mr. Yoshida (JPN)
4. The Training Course on Electricity Meters was held from 9 to 12 March, 2005 at the Thang Loi Hotel in Hanoi, Vietnam.  It was jointly presented by APEC and APLMF, and supported by the Directorate for Standards and Quality, the National Measurement Institute, Japan (NIMJ) and Measurement Canada.  35 trainees attended from 15 economies. The trainers were: Mr. G. Smith and Mr. P. Rivers (CAN); and Mr. T. Oki (JPN)
5. The Training Course on Fuel Dispensers: A. Verification of Non-LPG Dispensers / B. Verification of LPG Dispensers was held from 25 April to 5 May 2005 at the Hotel Garden Sea View Resort, Pattaya City, Thailand.  It was jointly presented by APEC and APLMF, and supported by the Central Bureau of Weights and Measures within the Department of Internal Trade Thailand, the National Measurement Institute, Australia (NMIA) and the National Metrology Institute of Japan (NIMJ). 33 trainees attended the course from the following 16 economies. The trainers were: Mrs. M. Haire and Mr. D. Hines (AUS).
6. The Training Course on Traceability of Rice Moisture Meters was held from 15 to 26 August 2005 at the National Metrology Laboratory, Industrial Technology Development Institute (IDTI), Manila, Philippines. It was jointly presented by APLMF and the Ministry for Economic Trade and Industry, Japan (METI) and supported by the National Metrology Laboratory, Industrial Technology Development Institute (IDTI), Manila, Philippines. 21 trainees attended from 9 economies. The trainers were: Mr. Akamatsu, Dr. Tanaka, Mr. Watanabe and Mr. Yoshida (JPN).
7. The Train-the-Trainer Course on the Verification of Non-automatic Weighing Instruments was held from 12 to 16 September 2005 at the Aryaduta Hotel, Jakarta, Indonesia.   It was jointly presented by APLMF and APEC and supported by the Directorate of Metrology, Indonesia, National Measurement Institute, Japan (NMIJ) and National Measurement Institute, Australia (NMIA). 23 trainees from 13 economies attended. The trainers were: Mr. K. Neda, Dr. T. Matsumoto and Mr. T. Horikoshi (JPN).
8. The Training Course on Traceability of Non-Contacting Clinical Thermometers was held from 19 to 22 September 2005 at Montien Hotel, Bangkok, Thailand. It was jointly presented by APLMF and the Ministry for Economic Trade and Industry, Japan (METI) and supported by the Central Bureau of Weights and Measures within the Department of Internal Trade Thailand, and the National Metrology Institute of Japan (NIMJ). 21 trainees attended all from Thailand.  The trainers were: Ms. Fukuzaki, Mr. Nakazawa and Mr. Akamatsu (JPN) and Mr. Sakchai (THA).

Training Courses planned for delivery before April 2006

1. Traceability of Non-Contacting Clinical Thermometers in Shah Alam, Malaysia from 5 to 8 December, 2005.
2. Seminar on Clinical Thermometers in Taipei, Chinese Taipei from 20 to 23 December, 2005.

3. Developing Legislation for the Implementation of OIML R 87 (Pre-packaged Goods) in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia in February 2006.

4. Electricity Meters in Vietnam (tentative) in March 2006.

Surveys

The APLMF Secretariat and the Working Group on Training Coordination carried out two surveys during 2005.  The information provided by those economies who responded is very valuable and supports the work of APLMF within the region.  The purpose of each survey was as follows:
Survey 1: sent in Dec. 2004 and circulated in April 2005
This survey gathered information about the appropriate contacts in each economy, the need for quality measurements and specific details on future training needs.  The survey results identified a wide range of needs.  Results included requests to repeat the following courses: Rice Moisture Meters, Verification of Fuel Dispensers and Non-automatic weighing instruments, Pre-packaged Goods and Automated Sphygmomanometers.  Valuable information as obtained on the range of Quality Measurements carried out in the region. The information compiled from this survey was used by the APLMF Secretariat to develop an APEC project proposal for the period 2006-07.  Topics were chosen based on identified needs and the availability of trainers.  Topics included in this proposal were as follows: Verification LPG/CNG Dispensers, Electricity Meters - Implementation of legislation, Seminar and Training on Body Thermometers, Seminar on food safety and agricultural metrology.
Survey 2: sent in October 2005 and will be circulated in Nov. 2005
This survey requested information about the benefit of APLMF training to economies particularly in relationship to their uptake of OIML recommendations.  Since 1997 APLMF has presented 21 training programs which have all been well attended and evaluated as very useful.  The results of this survey will be circulated in November 2005.
