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Report to APLMF meeting 2001

1. There was an important structural reform in CSBTS. The CSBTS and CIQ (State Administration for Entry-Exit Inspection and Quarantine) have merged into a new organization this year, that is, AQSIQ, State General Administration for Quality Supervision and Inspection and Quarantine. AQSIQ is in ministry level under the State Council in the field of quality supervision, metrology, standardization, certification, accreditation, entry-exit inspection and quarantine. The new organization combine the responsibilities of CSBTS and CIQ (see leaflet)

2. Update development of legal metrology in China.

(1) The administrative regulation for legal metrology laboratories control and the technical regulation for legal metrology laboratories accreditation were issued by CSBTS. The laboratories, which are involved with verification and calibration, should meet the requirements of the regulations. These regulations are developed in reference of ISO/IEC guide 17025, EN45001, EN45002, OIML document, and metrology law of China.

(2) A control plan for 6 kinds of important measuring instruments, that is, electricity meter, water meter, gas meter, taximeter, fuel dispenser and timer for telephone fare, was carried out. The 6 kinds of MI should be subject to type approval according to revision of test procedures. Also CSBTS strengthen the inspection of 6 kinds of products in the market and reject unconformance MI. 

(3) A technical regulation for net content of prepackages was published this year in reference of OIML Recommendation and handbook 133.

C mark system for prepackages has established this year. It’s a voluntary system for packers to apply. The packers can put C mark on their prepackages if the packer’s metrological and quality system are certified.

(4) AQSIQ-PTB MRA on non-automatic weighing instruments and load cell has been signed in Nov.1, 2001.

(5) The APLMF train the trainer course on verification of fuel dispensers and LPG dispensers was held in May in Beijing. It was sponsored by NSC and CSBTS. 17 participants from 9 APLMF member economies attended the course.
