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Update on Current Development in Legal Metrology.

1. Implementation of ISO/IEC 17025

Since the enforcement of Autonomy Law in 2000, there is not practically the “formal link” between National Legal Metrology Institute (Directorate of Metrology) and Regional Verification Offices. However, in order to maintain the competence of each regional verification office, we will introduce the system of accreditation. The accreditation itself is becoming one of the points that we introduce in the next legal metrology law.

The system of accreditation will be based on ISO/IEC 17025 :”General Requirements for thee Competence of Testing and Calibration Laboratories”. DOM has conducted the training for introducing the ISO/IEC 17025 to the inspectors of regional offices verification.

2. Verification of Electricity Meters.

The verification of electricity meters started in 1990 in cooperation with National Electrical Company (State Owned Enterprise). However, due to the large number of meters (29 million in total) we just verified the new meters before installing them to the consumers. Some of the meters are due for re-verification this year.

The workshop was held in Yogyakarta, in May 2002, in order to seek the system for the re-verification of electricity meters. Some private companies are interested for re-verification, but the high investment to the equipment of testing electricity meters and its laboratory prevent them for the time being to do such a work According to the existing law, although the private company could participate in the verification of electricity meters, the responsibility is still in the government (Ministry of Industry and Trade).

The joint survey between DOM & NEC has been conducted recently in order to know the real condition of the meters installed. Most of them have been installed more them 10 years and they have mostly negative errors and more than MPE.

3. Verification of Telephone Meter and Medical Measuring Instruments.

According to Law of Legal Metrology (No.2/1981) the telephone meter and Medical Measuring Instrument are subject to legal control. However, due to large number (medical measuring instruments) and the technical difficulties (Telephone Meter), the verification of those instruments has not yet been done. Directorate of Metrology organized the Seminar on 17 October 2002, for setting up the system of verification of medical measuring instruments and telephone meter. The participants were coming from various elements i.e. Ministry of Communication, Ministry of Health Consumer Protection Board, Officers of Regional Verification Officers and Many private compromies. They are supporting the efforts of DOM to start verifying Medical Measuring Instruments and Telephone Meters.

4. Following the preliminary survey on Ship’s Draft conducted last year. We are trying to make some inventory of the problem and discussing with the related institution such as Indonesia Port Companies, Surveyor, Ministry of Communication and the Governors whose regions use the measurement by ship’s draft to export its commodities. The discussion is still under way and we are waiting for the result.

5. Training

· One officer of DOM has been trained in Khon Kaen Thailand for rice moisture control. The training organized and funded by APLMF.

· One officer of DOM participated in the 9th Training workshop on Measurement Technology for Developing Countries from August 26th to September 26th, 2002 in Beijing Sponsored by National Institute of Metrology.

· Two officers of DOM participated in Legal Metrology Course from July 4th to September 8th, 2002 in Japan Sponsored by Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA)
