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1. Legal metrology system in Korea

 Today metrology law, initially founded in 1961, specifies 16 items all of which are commercial measuring instruments.

 To put every measuring instruments into market in Korea, they are required to get initial verification from qualified organization. In addition, market surveillance is carried out on measuring instruments in practice, in order to maintain fair commercial transaction.

 Measuring instruments with effective periods of verification hold only good to be in practice for that periods. In order to recycle expired measuring instruments, they should be re-verified and re-approved by regional organization.

 For measuring instruments without effective periods of verification, for example balances, and some instruments, regular inspections are carried out every two years.

 To protect customers' right, regional governments carry out intensive control four times a year.

2. Technical requirements of measuring instruments
 There are two technical requirements such as verification standards and pattern approval standards in Korea. Most of these technical standards had been developed in conformity with domestic circumstance. However, since year 2000, Korea legal metrology has been corresponded with OIML recommendations of legal measuring instruments so as to harmonize nation's legal metrology with other countries. Three items of legal measuring instruments have been conformed with OIML recommendations.
 We will drive to get all 17 items conformed with OIML recommendations or IEC standards.
3. Issuing OIML certifications
 KATS(Korea Agency for technology and standards) not only maintains quality systems on Non-Automatic Weighing Instruments(NAWIs) but also issues three kinds of OIML certificates on OIML R 76(Non-Automatic Weighing Instruments).
4. Training Courses Attended

 Two persons from Korea attended at a 5 day training course which APLMF held in Vietnam on 8th of April, 2002 for Non-Automatic Weighing Instruments.
5. Future plan in legal metrology
 In the future, we plan to conclude mutual acceptance agreements with other countries on legal measuring instruments. quality systems of KATS have been revised to conform with international standards, for example ISO/IEC guide.
because there is no educational organization about International standards in Korea, we are going to attend at International education program actively.
