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COUNTRY REPORT

Name of economy :  Indonesia

Latest development of legal metrology activities :

1.
The Autonomy Law has been enacted since two years ago and the regional laboratories are under the provincial administration including the budget and other resources. Some regional laboratories have serious difficulties for carrying out the verification and reverification of measuring instruments due to limited budget and other resources. The central government is seeking the solution for those laboratories including the revision of the autonomy law which is still in process ;

2.
During year 2002, we conducted the little survey on kWh meter in order to know the actual condition of meter after being installed for some times ( 5 – 10 years ). The survey was conducted throughout the country in cooperation with The National  Electric Company. Meters which were subject to the survey are class 2 kWh meters which are mostly installed in houses. The error of most of the meters ( 70 % ) is still within the maximum permissible error, 25 % has the error more than + 2 % and 5 % has the error less than - 2 %. Although the sampling method was debatable, we could see the overview of the meter condition after being installed for 5-10 years ;

The implementation of OIML Recommendation R-76 through the national regulation has been started in 2002 and some regional laboratories have the difficulties for fulfilling the standard requirements. According to R-76, for weighing instruments which has capacity > 1 ton must be verified using at least 1 ton standard or 50 % of capacity ( whichever greater ), however due to limited resources and geographical condition, mostly they use 10 % of capacity instead of 50 % especially for the weighing instruments which has the capacity more than 10.000 kg ;

The Ultra Sonic Flow Meter was introduced for measuring natural gas last year. The meter has been installed in several areas where the LNG resources are located. The re-verification is carried out by simulation method and up to now there is no facility for verifying the meter by comparison with standard. The question is raised regarding the accuracy of the method and no other method envisaged for the time being.

The workshop of pre-packed goods has been held in Bangkok early this year. Three staffs of Directorate of Metrology were participating in the workshop and thank to Thailand Bureau of Weight and Measures and PTB-Germany for their support. The draft of ASEAN ordinance for pre-packed goods has been finished and distributed to the member countries for comments. The pre-packed goods will be the first effort for harmonizing the legal metrology in ASEAN countries.

6.
The traceability scheme of moisture meter was introduced during the APLMF program last year. This traceability ( using master meter ) has been accepted and we are practicing in the regional laboratories throughout the country. However, for fully implementing the scheme they need some time because they do not have yet the master meter for verifying or reverifying the moisture meter.
