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Update on Current Development in Legal Metrology
1.
Drafting of National Measurement System Act

The  draft of the National Measurement System Act has basically been finalized but is awaiting review of the relevant amendments to the Weights and Measures Act to be completed before both Acts are  tabled together for further legal process.

2.
Amendment of the Weights and Measures Act 1972


The amendments concerning the administrative part of the Act to provide for the privatization of the function of an inspector of weights and measures have gazetted and published on 26 December, 2002. 

The proposed amendments relating to establishment of the national standards of measurement standards are still being reviewed to ensure there are no overlapping of provisions in both the Weights and Measures Act 1972 and the draft National Measurement System Act.

3. Formation of a Working Group on Net Content in Packages

A technical working group was established in SIRIM Bhd. to develop a Malaysian Standard on Net Content in Packages. Members of the group included representatives from the Ministry of Domestic Trade and Consumer Affairs, Ministry of International Trade and Industry, Ministry of Health, consumer association, industry, institute of higher learning and SIRIM Bhd. The working group had its first meeting on 27/02/03. OIML R87 : 3rd committee draft revision – Net Quantity of Product in Prepackages has been used as the reference document during the discussions. The WG is awaiting the adoption of the final draft at the coming CIML meeting in Kyoto from 5-8 November, 2003 before proceeding further with their work.

4.
Training Course for Inspectors of Weights and Measures 


The National Metrology Laboratory, SIRIM Berhad conducted a one-day training course for 20 senior weights and measures inspectors from all over Malaysia on 28 May, 2003. The topics covered during the course included traceability of national standards, legal metrology and verification of non-automatic weighing instruments in accordance with OIML R76. 
5.
Workshop on Standards and Quality for CLMV Countries 
Malaysia organised a workshop on standards and quality for CLMV countries on 7-10 October, 2003. The workshop was conducted by SIRIM Bhd. on behalf of the government under the Malaysian Technical Cooperation Programme 2003. The topics covered during the workshop included Standardisation, Quality Certification System, Inspection Services, Measurement Standards and Legal Metrology. The workshop was attended by 10 participants comprising three persons each from Cambodia, Lao PDR and Vietnam and one person from Myanmar.
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
