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1. Legal Metrology System

Law on Metrology, initially established in 1961, has been revised through the years and has recently been revised in January 2000. We have currently been investigating the legal metrology system of other developed countries and the revision of Law on Metrology will be initiated from 2004. The major modification will be the following as:

· Extend the measuring instrument relating to the medical, environment, breath analyzer, speedometer etc. to the legally controlled measuring instrument 

· Establish the management system of inspection bodies in accordance with the requirements of ISO/IEC 17020

· Sign the MRA on the test result of type approval on measuring instrument with other countries

· Improve the verification system(the verification on the measuring instrument has just been carried out by the notified verification body, but it can be self-verified by the manufacturers)

· Change the body responsible for the inspection on measuring instrument in use from provincial governor to technically competent body designated by the KATS

2. Technical Criteria of Measuring Instrument

Technical criteria of measuring instrument of Korea have both the criteria for verification on measuring instrument and the criteria for type approval on measuring instrument. And we plan to harmonize these criteria with the international standards, OIML Recommendation and IEC standards until 2004.

3. Training the Technical Expert 

As there is not any training or educational organization on measuring instrument in Korea, we will try to allow the verification personnel to participate in the training courses provided by other training organization. Some personnel have participated in the technical training course on fuel dispenser hosted by the APLMF, the training course on non-automatic weighing instrument of NMIJ, Japan.

4. Purpose of Legal Metrology System

The next purpose of legal metrology system is to sign the MRA, MAA, MoU on the test result of legally controlled measuring instrument with other countries. We have much interest in the MRA, for example, we are modifying the quality system of KATS to comply with the requirements of ISO/IEC Guide 58. 

Furthermore we will participate in the training courses provided by other organizations, such as APLMF. 
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
