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1. Revision of Technical Criteria for Measuring Instrument
Framework of technical criteria for legal measuring instrument (the both criteria for verification and type approval on measuring instrument) was established in 2002 and is in progress of the harmonization with the OIML Recommendation and IEC(Watt-hour meters) standards in Korea.  Revisions of the 11 items out of 16 legal measuring instruments have been completed and 5 items are scheduled to harmonize until the end of this year.
The revised technical criteria for legal measuring instrument will be implemented after its grace period for 1 or 2 years.  These are for establishment of MRA with other countries in the future.
2. R&D for Extension of the Items of Legal Measuring Instrument

It is regulated that the legal measuring instruments are specified as 14 measuring instruments for commercial uses and 2 for use in medicals in Korea.  Hereafter, we are planning to include the measuring instruments relating to the motor vehicles such as speedmeters and alcoholometers and public measuring instruments such as hydrometers for ground water and electronic measuring instruments.
3. Administration of international accredited calibration laboratories

Korea joined ILAC in May 2001 and currently 167 calibration laboratories have been accredited.  Korea was conducted re-assessment of all technology and system by APLAC in September 2004.
4. Activities in the Legal Metrology Field
1) Mutual cooperation programs coordinate the technical cooperation in legal metrology fields with USA and Japan and intend to facilitate effective exchange of information and technical staff.

2) Mutual recognition of KATS with NMIJ(Japan) facilitates mutual acceptance of data in type approvals for measuring instruments.

3) The issue of OIML Certificates on OIML R 76(Non-Automatic Weighing Instruments)
5. Activities in the field of measurement Standards

An annual meetings with Japan have so far been held 26 times, with the next one scheduled for November this year in Korea.
