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I- Introduction

Cambodia became the Corresponding Member of the International Organization of Legal Metrology (OIML) in 2000 and the full Member of the Asia Pacific Legal Metrology Forum (APLMF) 2002. Also Cambodia belongs to the ACCSQ WG3 member.
II- Structure of Metrology

The Metrology of Cambodia is split between the Department of Metrology (DOM) and Industrial Laboratory Center of Cambodia (ILCC). DOM acts as the Legal Metrology Body. ILCC just sets up in June 2005 and is responsible for the Industrial and Scientific Metrology. Our structure is as below:

DOM and ILCC are under the Direction Generale of Industry. DOM consists of five offices. Also, the Regional Verification Centers (RVC) act as the local authorities are under DOM. DOM maintains and keeps the Secondary and Working Standards.

ILCC consists of Food, Microbiology, Chemical Laboratory and Industrial and Scientific Metrology Laboratory. ILCC keeps the Primary Standards and implements the Industrial and Scientific Metrology requested by DOM.
III- International Cooperation
By standalone of Cambodia UNIDO Project for the Market Access and Trade facilitation Support for Mekong Delta Countries, through Strengthening Institutional and national Capacities related to Standards, Metrology, testing and Quality (SMTQ); started since 2003 and finished in 2005 for the First Phase. The Second Phase of the project will be start in the end of December 2005. 
New Zealand Aid has set up the Second Regional Verification Center at Sihanouk Ville. According to the agreement of Project Implementation Documents (PID), Cambodia as counterpart has begun to build the Head Office by bid. 

PTB has supported the Technical Assistance for Developing Countries in the field of Metrology to Cambodia and will be finished the donation for establishment the verification room of Department of Metrology.
In addition, Cambodia had participated in Training Program, Seminar and Workshop which conducted by APLMF/APEC, NMIJ and UNIDO as below:
