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Metrology activities in 2005

1. The celebration of issuing <Law on Metrology> for 20 years. At the same time, Law on Metrology review is undergoing. The 5th draft is finished and has applied to list the national legislation revision plan.

2. Based on OIML International Recommendation 87, <the metrological supervision and administration act on prepackages goods> and <the metrological inspection rules on net quantity in prepackages (JJF1070-2005)> were revised and issued.
3. According to OIML International Documents on the type approval and type evaluation, <the control act on the new measuring instruments> was revised and put in practice on Aug.1, 2005.

4. Organizing and implementing the metrological supervision inspection for the manufacturers of prepackage.

5. Organizing NIM to participate 21 international key comparisons.

6. Develop and revise 115 national metrological technical regulations. 

7. The celebration of Word Metrology Day was organized by AQSIQ. 
8. The National Institute of Metrology formed by mergence of the former National Institute of Metrology and National Research Center for CRM’S (NRCCRM) in September, 2005. 
International Cooperation Activities in 2005

1. The MRA on type approval test reports between AQSIQ and NWML signed on July 15, 2005. Six International Recommendations, such as R76, R60, R117, are involved.

2. The third China-Japan regular meeting on metrology was held in Tokyo and the minutes has been signed.
3. The second China-Japan-Korea workshop on metrology was held in Tokyo in June, 2005.
4. The MoU between AQSIQ and METAS on cooperation in the field of Metrology was signed on September 12, 2005.
5. China has formally applied to participate in OIML MAA and submitted the associated documents.
6. The workshop on software controlled measuring instruments in legal metrology was organized by AQSIQ. The PTB experts gave the lectures.
7. 7 participants were sent to join APLMF training courses.

8. A metrology training course for 9 developing countries from ASEAN was held by AQSIQ and NIM in October.
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
