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1. Revision of Technical Regulation for Measuring Instruments

Technical regulation for legal measuring instruments (the both regulations for verification and type approval on measuring instruments) completed the harmonization with the OIML Recommendation and IEC (Watt-hour meters) standards in 2004.  The revised technical regulation for legal measuring instruments will be implemented after its grace period for 1 or 2 years.  
Type approval and verification on some measuring instruments are being carried out in accordance with the revised regulation from this year.  It will be applied to all measuring instruments from the year 2007.
2. Revision of the Measures Act

The principal legislation in Korea is the Measures Act, initially established in 1905.  It is now being revised and is scheduled to be completed within this year.

It is regulated that the legal measuring instruments are specified as 14 measuring instruments for commercial uses and 2 for use in medicals in Korea.
We are planning to extend items of measuring instruments from 16 to 21 items for consumer protection.

3. The Net Quantity system for commodity goods

  In order to ensure the accuracy of the net content of packages, we are verifying extensively the quantity of product in prepackages and preparing the draft of inspection regulation for prepackages goods.
4. Administration of international accredited calibration laboratories

Korea joined ILAC in May 2001 and currently 183 calibration laboratories have been accredited.  KOLAS organizes international and its own proficiency testing program to develop the capacity of accredited calibration laboratories.
5. Activities in the Legal Metrology Field
1) Annual meetings with Japan have so far been held 28 times, with the last one held in October this year in Japan.
2) KATS concluded the MoU for Cooperation of Standards, Conformity assessment and Legal metrology with Vietnam on 19 September 2005.

3) The issue of OIML Certificates on OIML R 76(Non-Automatic Weighing Instruments)

4) MoU for mutual exchange of test results between KOLAS(Korea) and IAJapan(Japan) will be signed within this year.
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
