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1- Introduction

Cambodia has been a member of APLMF since 2002 and participated in APLMF and WGs Meeting every year. Fortunately we had participated in training course for improving technical level of employees to develop our economy.

2- Role of Development of Metrology (DOM) on Legal Metrology
The Department of Metrology under the Ministry of Industry, Mines and Energy (MIME) is responsible for the implementation of the National Metrology Policy and the regulatory control and administration on Legal Metrology Activities such as Weighing and Measuring instruments used for trade purpose in Cambodia.

3- Law, Regulation and its activities 
In order to strengthen of Legal Metrology we have review the draft Law of Metrology and submitted to the council of ministers office for adoption. There we passed already the Law commission unit and the observation of society economic and culture unit. Now we are discussing it with Legal Adviser at Ministry of Justice about offences and penalty chapter. The last is inter-ministry discussion before passing the National Assembly for adoption.

Presently for implementation of Legal Metrology Activities we have been applying some necessary regulations as below:

-The Ministerial decision on Management of Requirement for 
  Weights and Measure.

-The Ministerial Prakas of SI Unit.

-The Ministerial Prakas on Management of Standard and Equipment 
  of Liquid Volume.

-The Ministerial Prakas of Pre-Packaged Products.

For the Pre-Packaged Products are regulated in the Ministerial Prakas (Regulation) which has been approved by the government since August 2005. The detail requirements are specified in the regulation which is based mostly on international recommendation of OIML R 79 and R 87. In 2006 we plan strengthening the capacity for the staff of DOM and Provincial verification offices for practical training in the implementation of Technical procedure of testing and inspection.

In practical, we approach step by step for preparing the procedure in OIML R 87 on pre-packed goods testing. Statistically, our procedure are not difference from R 87. Only on tare procedure we use tare sample size of 6 packaged materials all products on local manufacture.

4- International Cooperation
The second phase of the project for the Market Access and Trade Facilitation support for Mekong Delta Countries of UNIDO started since March 2006 for assisting and strengthening Industrial and Scientific Metrology Laboratory.

Anyway for conducting the decentralization of metrology supervision to ensure safety in Cambodian community we set up the regional verification center no. 2 at Sihanouk Ville in cooperation with New Zealand for applying deeply in the commercial activities and living society.

In addition, Cambodia had participated in training program, seminar and workshop which conducted by APEC/APLMF, NMIJ, JICA and so on.

5- Inter-Comparison

Cambodia had jointed an APMP-DEC inter-comparison of Mass standard in early 2006 and we hope we will participate an inter-comparison of Temperature standard in the near future.
