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Metrology activities in 2006
1. The new <the category on import measuring instruments for type approval> was revised and put in practice on Aug.1, 2006. This revision accords with the WTO/TBT principle on national treatment, since Aug.1, 2006, the control scope on import and domestic measuring instruments is same. 
2. Since June 1, 2006, China implements the permit system for the persons engaged in metrological technical works in China, for example, verification, testing, calibration and inspection; they are requested to have qualification for certified metrology engineer.  

3. Developing the guide on energy conservation and cutting the energy consumption.
China had set the target of cutting its energy consumption per unit of GDP by 20 percent - by 2010, therefore, AQSIQ issued <The action plan on energy conservation of manufacturers>.  
4. Organizing NIM to participate 18 international key comparisons.
5. Developing and revising 65 national metrological technical regulations.
6． Improving metrological supervision and administration for prepackage goods. Organizing and enforcing the metrological supervision inspection for the manufacturers of prepackage, in order to help the manufacturers improve the metrological control measures.
7．Strengthening the metrological supervision and inspection for important measuring instruments such as electric meters, gas meters etc in trade, safety, medical and environmental area.
8. The celebration of Word Metrology Day was organized by AQSIQ; the main topic is metrology and energy conservation. 
International Cooperation Activities in 2006
1.  Signature of OIML MAA

China has signed the OIML MAA (Mutual Acceptance Arrangement) as issuing authority for R76 and R60 and will therefore issue the OIML certificate under the OIML MAA for non-automatic weighing instruments and for load cells.
2. The APEC/ APLMF training course on LPG fuel dispensers hosted by AQSIQ, NMIJ and APLMF held in Shanghai.
3. The new MRA of type approval test reports between AQSIQ and NMi of Netherlands was signed on August 22, 2006. Three categories of measuring instruments, such as NAWI, load cells and gas meters, are involved.
4. The MoU between AQSIQ and METI on cooperation in the field of Metrology was signed on September 26, 2006.

5. The fourth China-Japan regular meeting on metrology was held in Shanghai and the minutes has signed.
6. The Third China-Japan-Korea workshop on metrology was held in Guilin, China in March, 2006.
7. Two workshops on calibration and flowmeter measurement were organized by AQSIQ in China. Three PTB experts gave the lectures.
8. Inviting Dr. Terry Quinn, the honor Director of BIPM and Dr. Ian Mills, CIPM/CCU president to China to attend the workshop on the history, development and future of SI and they gave the lectures. 
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
