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1-National Organization of Legal Metrology

The authority for legal metrology is the Department of Metrology (DOM) under Ministry of Industry, Mines and Energy (MIME). Its role is to ensure that a uniform and accurate system of weights and measures is used in Cambodia. DOM is responsible for the legal metrology of all weighting and measuring instruments for trade use namely: mass, length and volumetric measurements of foot, fuel and other commodities including pre-packaged goods.

2-Metrology Activities

Presently, the draft law of metrology is a stage under inter-ministry discussing at council of ministers office before submitting to the national assembly for approval.

Due to the increase in price of gasoline from day to day numbers of vehicles are powered by LPG. Presently, DOM is drafting the ministerial regulation for the control of such LPG dispensers. We are expected that the ministerial regulation will be finished next year.

3-International Cooperation

DOM is cooperating with UNIDO to assist and strengthen for legal metrology infrastructure in National level (Department of Metrology) and with NEW Zealand Government through NZAID for local level (Regional verification center).
4-Human Resource Development

DOM is cooperating with PTB and NZAID in organizing in Cambodia the training course on Test procedure of laboratory calibration and with NZAID in organizing the training course on verification and inspection of Non-automatic weighing instruments and pre-packaged goods.

In addition, DOM has sent many legal officers to attend various training course organized by APLMF:

-Training course on Electricity Meters held in P.R. China during 19-22 March 2007.

-Training course on Mechanical weighing scales held in Viet Nam during 25-28 
September 2007.

5-Conclusion

We plan to improve metrological supervisions and administration for pre-packaged goods. Organizing and enforcing the metrological supervision inspection for the manufacturers of prepackage in order to hold the manufacturers improve the metrological control measures.
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
