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Metrology activities in 2007

1. <Act for the Supervision and Administration of license for Manufacture or Repair of measuring instruments> was revised. The main revision is that increasing the supervision and administration for license in order to improve the quality of measuring instruments.

2. With the increased demand of ISO 10012 system from the manufacturers, measurement assurance system were developed for manufactures.

3. Organizing research of new measurement primary standards system, including action plan on priorities and important project of national metrological standards, improving program of national standards system and get better arrangement of national standards system.
4. Facilitating the establishment of platform on sharing information on metrological primary standards system.
5. Improving the permit system for certified metrology engineer. Issuing <act of administration for certified metrology engineer>, and organizing the related training courses.
6. The celebration of World Metrology Day was organized by AQSIQ, at same time, the seminar on metrology for energy saving and the exhibition of energy measuring instruments were held in Jiangsu Province of China.
7. Developing and revising 65 national metrological technical regulations.

8. 70 applications of type approval for import measuring instruments and 8 OIML certificates applications were accepted and issued 2 OIML certificates.

9. Developing the standards on energy measuring instruments allocation and control in the important energy consumption industries, such as petrol, petrochemical, metallurgy, electric power etc. 

International Cooperation Activities in 2007

1. The APEC/ APLMF Workshop on Electrical Meters hosted by AQSIQ, NMIJ and APLMF held in Beijing in March.

2. The 5th China-Japan regular meeting on metrology was held in Hokkaido, Japan in August. 

3. The 4th China-Japan-Korea workshop on metrology was held in Cheju-do, Korea in March, 2007

4. Visiting NMIJ and starting with the transition with present APLMF secretariat.
5.  A workshop of the on traffic speed control will be held by AQSIQ in Beijing at the end of October. Two METAS experts will give the lectures.
1. The new <the category on import measuring instruments for type approval> was revised and put in practice on Aug.1, 2006. This revision accords with the WTO/TBT principle on national treatment, since Aug.1, 2006, the control scope on import and domestic measuring instruments is same. 

2. Since June 1, 2006, China implements the permit system for the persons engaged in metrological technical works in China, for example, verification, testing, calibration and inspection; they are requested to have qualification for certified metrology engineer.  

3. Developing the guide on energy conservation and cutting the energy consumption.
China had set the target of cutting its energy consumption per unit of GDP by 20 percent - by 2010, therefore, AQSIQ issued <The action plan on energy conservation of manufacturers>.  
4. Organizing NIM to participate 18 international key comparisons.
5. Developing and revising 65 national metrological technical regulations.
6． Improving metrological supervision and administration for prepackage goods. Organizing and enforcing the metrological supervision inspection for the manufacturers of prepackage, in order to help the manufacturers improve the metrological control measures.

7．Strengthening the metrological supervision and inspection for important measuring instruments such as electric meters, gas meters etc in trade, safety, medical and environmental area.
8. The celebration of World Metrology Day was organized by AQSIQ, at same time, the seminar on energy metrology and the exhibition of energy measuring instruments were held in Jiangsu Province of China.
9. Issue 70 
7) Organizing study of new metrological primary standards system, including action plan on priorities and important project of national metrological standards, perfecting program of national standards system and promotion of administrative system of national standards system.

8) Setting up china metrology website to introduce the metrological work in China, and the international metrological activities such as the activities of Chinese Office for OIML affairs, the OIML certificate system and the international exchange and cooperation activities.

9) Organizing the OIML TC17/SC1 meeting in Beijing on Oct.15-16, 2003.

10) Translating OIML Recommendations into Chinese and completed four sections by subject: environment, acoustics and vibration, ionizing radiation and physical -chemical measurements.

2．International Metrological Cooperation

1) AQSIQ signed the cooperation agreement with UNMS (Slovak) on metrology, testing, standardization, certification and quality.

2) AQSIQ will sign the protocol with NIST (USA) on cooperation in the fields of metrology and standards at the end of 2003.

3. Future Plans

1) Proposed Amendments to the Law on Metrology 1985

2) Reform and development for metrological technical institutes

3) Adjustment for the catalogue of measuring instruments subject to mandatory verification.

4) Revision of The Rules of Metrological Supervision for Prepackaged Commodity and The Rules of Metrological Inspection for Net Content of Prepackaged Commodity with Fixed Content.

5) Continuing to seek cooperation opportunities with the regional and international organization and institutes and participate in the international and regional meetings and other activities.

Legal metrology activities in 2004
1. Law on metrology review is undergoing. The 4th draft is finished. The draft law takes the OIML D1 and the experiences from the other countries into consideration.

2. According to the revised OIML R87, the regulation on prepackages and the technical regulation on net quantity in prepackages are revised. The regulations will put into force in the end of 2004.

3. The regulation on new type measuring instrument will issue in the end of 2004.

4. A strategy of national measurement traceability system has been studied. The major points of the strategy are definition and role of primary standard, layout principle of primary standard.
Through the research of the strategy, we will optimize the national measurement traceability system.  

5. “The program for Adoption of OIML International Recommendation as national technical regulation” and “The program for international comparison” have been published. These actions will promote national measurement system to be compatible with international system.

6. A capacity standard of verification officer has been set up. The verification officers in legal metrology institutes, enterprise metrology laboratories, and calibration laboratories have to pass the examination to obtain the capacity licenses.

7. The celebration of World Metrology Day was organized by AQSIQ and Chinese Metrology Association. The topic of celebration is “metrology and energy saving”.
International cooperation activities in 2004
1. The second China-Japan regular meeting on metrology was held in China in February.

2. The metrology terminology edition in Chinese, Japanese and Koreans is on the way.

3. The China-Germany agreement on metrology has been signed.

4. The China-UK MoU on metrology has been signed.

5. Two training courses on EU MID and prepackages were organized by AQSIQ. The PTB experts gave the lectures.

6. 4 participants were sent to join APLMF training courses.

7. A training course for developing countries was held by AQSIQ and NIM.

8. APMP GA meeting will be held in Beijing this year.
