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	Legal Metrology in Indonesia Year 2007
Directorate of Metrology (DoM) is one of Government organization who has a responsibility of the authority in conducting the legal metrology activities in the Republic of Indonesia. Referring to the Ministry of Trade of the Republic of Indonesia Decree number 01/M-DAG/Per/3/2005 on the organization and structure of Ministry of Trade, DoM has main effort on drafting and regulating the policy, standardization, technical assistance, supervision, and evaluation on legal metrology.
In 2007, generally there are two main focus programs which are

1. The arrangement of authority partition between central government and regional government.

As the effect of the changing administration system in 2000 from centralistic to de centralistic, the legal metrology system also had changed. Trade, where the legal metrology in Indonesia is parented, is one of the sectors that come into the given sector for regional government. That situation force Directorate of Metrology to arrange the authority between central and regional government. The aim of this arrangement is to clear the authorities between Directorate of Metrology as central government and regional verification offices as regional governments so there would be any overlapping duties.
2. The Human Resource program. 
Currently, there are only 629 persons that deal with legal metrology activities in Indonesia. They handled much kind of measure instruments from verification to supervision. Those human resources are distributed into 33 provinces or 54 regional verification offices. In 3-5 years ahead, those human resources meet up the pension age. To cover this matter, Directorate of Metrology had a challenge to solve it by increasing the number of human resources or designing certification system that involve third parties.
